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Women Who Changed 

the Universe

Over the past two centuries, women have 
contributed significantly to some of the most 
profound changes in our view of the 
Universe. Yet only recently have they begun 
to enjoy full professional status in 
astronomy, even though true gender equity 
has proven elusive. Dr. DeVorkin will 
examine the contributions of women over 
the past 200 years, looking at how their 
talents and energies helped change the way 
astronomy is done, and enlarged our view of 
the Universe. From Caroline Herschel in the 
1780's to Henrietta Leavitt, to Cecilia Payne, 
to more recently Vera Rubin and Margaret 
Geller, each of these women occupied a 
different place in the profession as it 
changed over time. How they managed to 
make the contributions they did, and if or 
how the nature of their contributions 
actually reflect cultural norms, will be 
among the issues explored. 
     David DeVorkin is Curator of History of 
Astronomy and Space Sciences at the 
Smithsonian's National Air & Space 
Museum. Dr. DeVorkin holds a PhD in the 
history of astronomy from Leicester and a 
master of Philosophy from Yale. Research 
interests include the origins and 
development of modern astrophysics in the 
20th century and he specializes in the 
history of space astronomy. He has 
published over one hundred papers and his 
work has appeared in the "Journal for the 
History of Astronomy", "Sky & Telescope", 
"Scientific American" and many others. He 
is current under contract with the National 
Geographic Society to author a book on the 
Hubble Space Telescope.
