7) Prizes will be awarded for Best of Show; 1st, 2nd and 3rd prizes for Grades 1-3 and for Grades 4-
6. Best of Show Grand Prize is a Hardin Optical 6" Dobsonian Reflector Telescope, a $200 value!
Judging will be done by selected artists and graphic artists.

8) Students can attend ScopeQOut for free. Admission for Parents and Guardians accompanying the
students is only $5.
